G.S.R 56E).— Whereas a draft of certain rules further to amdred@rugs and Cosmetics Rules,
1945 was published, as required by section 12 antios 33 of the Drugs and Cosmetics Act, 1940qR3
1940), vide notification of the Government of India the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare
(Department of Health and Family Welfare), numbe8.&. 1017, dated the B®ctober, 2016, in the Gazette
of India, Extraordinary, Part Il, Section 3, sulzigan (i), dated the 780ctober, 2016, for inviting objections
and suggestions from persons likely to be affetiedeby before the expiry of a period of forty fiays
from the date on which the copies of the Officiaz6tte containing the said notification were mackglable
to the public;
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And Whereas copies of the said Official Gazetteenmmade available to the public on™28
October, 2016;

And, Whereas, objections and suggestions receiead the public on the said rules have been
considered by the Central Government;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers confebgdection 12 and section 33 of the Drugs
and Cosmetics Act, 1940 (23 of 1940), the CentaveBnment, after consultation with the Drugs
Technical Advisory Board, hereby makes the follagvirules further to amend the Drugs and
Cosmetics Rules, 1945, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the Drugs and Cossnff' Amendment) Rules, 2017.
(2) They shall come into force on the date ofrtpeblication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Drugs and Cosmetics Rules, 1945 (hereinadferred to as the said rules), for rule 135A, the
following rule shall be substituted, namely,-
“135A. Regulation of import of cosmetics containing meycu€osmetics imported into
India shall contain mercury in the following profion, namely;
(a) in cosmetics intended for use only in the afeaye, the level of mercury not exceeding
seventy parts per million (0.007 per cent.) of meyc calculated as the metal, as a
preservative;

(b) in other finished cosmetic products, unintemgilomercury shall not exceed one part per
million (1 ppm).”.

3. In the said rules, for rule 145D, the followingewhall be substituted, namely,-
“145D: Regulation of use of mercury compounds in cosmeettmsmetics manufactured in
the country shall contain mercury in the followimgportions, namely,-
(a) in cosmetics intended for use only in the afeaye, the level of mercury not exceeding
seventy parts per million (0.007 per cent.) of meyc calculated as the metal, as a
preservative;

(b) in other finished cosmetic products, unintemgiiomercury shall not exceed one part per
million (1 ppm).”.
