OBJECTIVE

respectively, with an objective to improve Indian patient safety by monitoring, recording and analyzing the root cause of
adverse events or risks associated with the use of medical products including drugs, vaccines, medical devices and in-vitro
diagnostics and suggesting regulatory bodies for appropriate action with the sole intention of promoting patient safety.
PvPl and MvPI program aims to promote and facilitate the adverse event reporting of medical products including drugs,

vaccines, medical devices and in-vitro diagnostics respectively and subsequently evaluating these events.

* Government Pharmacy College Sajong (GPCS), Rumtek, Sikkim established in 2018 under the aegis of Health and
Family Welfare Department, Government of Sikkim with the Gazette notification No 331 dated 20.06.2018. The
college is affiliated to the Central University i.e. Sikkim University and approved by the Pharmacy Council of India (PCI)
and All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE).
